Brett Sokol is a journalist based in Miami Beach, where he is currently the arts editor at Ocean Drive magazine as well as a contributing writer on the arts for the The New York Times. His writing on cultural issues has also appeared in The Wall Street Journal, The Miami Herald, New York magazine, The Awl, and Slate. 
Sokol is the co-founder and editor of Letter16 Press, a non-profit publishing house spotlighting the work of pre-digital era Miami photographers focused on the sweet spot between photojournalism and art. The first Letter16 Press hardcover book, There Was Always a Place to Crash: Al Kaplan's Provincetown 1961-1966, captured Provincetown's early 1960s bohemian milieu, while We Are Everywhere and We Shall Be Free: Charles Hashim's Miami 1977-1983 served up a street-level portrait of the new Miami. The Press' forthcoming third book, Shtetl in the Sun: Andy Sweet's South Beach 1977-1980, offers a loving look at the lost Jewish world of South Beach during the late 1970s.
